"Seva paramo dharma" - "Service is the
highest dharma (duty)". With this motto, it
has been 18 years of noble work at abhaya and
this would not have been possible without the
support and active participation of you all.

Today, we have more than 1000 people here
including 600-700 people who have come
from more than 30 different places across the
four states. While 300+ students have
travelled from neighbouring districts in about
20 buses, more than 250 students would have
travelled in trains from far off places, the
farthest travelling over 1000 kms from
Pudukottai. The dedication and love of these
children really amazes me. They are not just
investing their time but their precious money

for this travel. They are doing their own
choreography, own make-up and spending
hours for that short 5-min act. Outstanding
dedication!

For abhaya, the focus during the last few years
has been on education and empowerment.

As most of you are aware, abhaya helps
Government schools in upgrading their
infrastructure. This year we helped 15 schools
with infrastructure upgradation and in total
more than 5000 students benefited under this
program.

“abhaya samskara kendrams” (“ask”) are like
tuition centres in remote places to help poor
kids with post school studies and also impart
cultural values. There are about 35 "ask”
centres benefiting more than 1000 kids every
year.

“Super60” has been a very successful program
of preparing students for competitive exams
after Class X.

“abhaya Bhavita” is a new social campaign we
started last year to educate and empower girl
child with safety and self-defence. This
program has already been launched in 75
schools, benefiting more than 50,000 students

Skill development and rural empowerment
have been of great focus to us and we have
been running various skill development

courses for men and women across our three
empowerment centres in Ibrahimpatnam,
Bangalore and Anantapur. More than 1000
youth benefit each year, whereby abhaya
provides them with a 30-60 day training as
well as the relevant toolkits so that they could
start earning for their livelihood. More than
fifteen thousand families benefited till date
under this program.

It really hurts me to see joblessness even 75
years after Independence. At abhaya, we have
a strong resolution to work with all our might
in the “skill development” category so as work
towards mitigating unemployment, in our
own small way. We are planning to expand this
program, targeting urban and semi-urban
youth with new-age, industry-oriented
programs. You would be hearing more about
this during the day.

We were fortunate to have receive the support
of 100+ corporates over the years and we
partner with 150+ NGOs to drive synergies. I
would also thank the members of the Media
who have been very appreciative of our work
and help spread the word

As Marian Edelman, the American activist,
once famously said, "Social service is the rent
we pay for living on this earth". Let us all bear
this in our minds and our hearts and work with
all our might to make this planet and our great
nation a better place to live.

We
launched abhaya Bhavitha, a visionary
initiative focused on empowering young
minds. In just one year, the program reached
more than 100 schools in the country touching
the lives of over 1,00,000 students across the
country. Bhavita posters were launched by
Smt. Seetakka, Minister of Women and Child
Welfare, Telangana. On the Founder's birthday,
the overwhelming generosity of our well-
wishers raised over 8 lakhs for this initiative.

Through Hunt the Summer, we distributed
3,000 umbrellas to street vendors across six
states, while Hunt the Winter saw 5,000
blankets reaching those in need during harsh
weather conditions.

with academics. We are all fortunate to get the
divine guidance and support of HH Sri
Vijayendra Saraswathi Swamiji Kanchi
Kamakoti Peetham.
