Following Jagadguru's divine
direction, abhaya Team led by Swamy
Balachandra, visited the ancient
village of Karvetinagaram (meaning a
city carved out of a forest) in Tirupati
district on June 21, 2024, to see the
ongoig the Kamakoti Nadaswara
Pathashala.

Arriving at Karvetinagaram around 3
PM, the team visited both the boys'
and girls' campuses. The school staff,
having been informed of their visit,
warmly welcomed the abhaya
Balachandra and explained how
Jagadguru has been providing free
Nadaswara skills to around 150 boys
and girls for the past five years.

This divine task is possible only by
the grace of Jagadgurus, and it's
evident to anyone who witnesses it.

Observing the operation of this
school with about 200 people makes
it clear how Jagadgurus are
enhancing vocational training,
traditional skills, and life skills.

Mr. Pillai (70), who has been serving

Venugopala Swami temple with
Rukmini and Satyabhama. Each site
reflected the divine vision of Kanchi
Acharyas.

During the journey, the team
stopped at the local government
school, where they learned that
Nadaswaram girls were studying.
