Two days of training for ask (abhaya school kids)
teachers were held on May 14th and 15th, 2024, at
abhaya Home of Happiness in Ibrahimpatnam, RR
Dist, TS. Enthusiastically, 40 teachers, both new and
experienced, from various villages in South India
' attended.

"% The abhaya team, with support from Regal Rexnord,
= generously covered transportation charges and
. arranged accommodation at abhaya Home, ensuring
| wholesome and healthy food. Manga, Venkat Reddy,
£¢! Narsamma, and Lakshmi managed these
arrangements. The founder facilitated the event,
engaging participants with well-organized
, . knowledge-sharing sessions during day and night.

The training proceeded smoothly with a prefixed
8 schedule focussing on discipline, time management,
and participation. Practical sessions demonstrated
s how meditation, yoga, and exercise can sustain
energy levels throughout the day. Attendees were
taught the significance of prayer, cleanliness,
adopting a disciplined lifestyle, book reading,
understanding abhaya's mission, and reporting
alongside the training sessions.

The primary aim of the training was to benefit at least
1200 children from government schools through ask.

b The two-day schedule encompassed training in three
domains: Summer Showers, ask Teachers, and
awareness about the abhaya Foundation.
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The acronym 'abhaya' was elaborated for better
comprehension:

A - Aspire, Awareness, Attitude B - Be, Behave, Believe H - Help,
Happy, Hope Y - Yield, Yearn, Youth A - Alert, Adjust, Attain
Various methods were employed to impart knowledge
effectively, including language learning techniques and raising
awareness about women and girls' safety through abhaya
Bhavitha.

Instead of spoon-feeding, the founder innovatively enlightened
the participants with an exercise to become aware of various
sources of knowledge, such as mobiles, books, elders,
newspapers, epics, experiences, discussions, drawings,
listening, observations, radios, experiments, field visits,
internet, teachers, training, exponential growth, adjustments,
failures, watching, traveling, notes, practice, sincerity,
research, references, reading, service, language, and silent
sitting.

Noticing the poor language skills among teachers, the founder
kindly guided them on how to improve by advising them to
communicate in the local, national, and international languages

and to keep a dictionary with them. Furthermore,
they were instructed to read newspapers, listen to
the news, practice writing, learn five new words
daily, speak in English, and practice everything in
English.

The two-day training also focused on providing
tips for using technology, smart TVs,
smartphones, cameras, WhatsApp, etc., for the
benefit of ASK.

Additionally, the training sessions provided
guidance to teachers about abhaya Summer
Showers. Participants noted key activities to
make the summer camp memorable for
themselves and the kids in their villages,
including silent sitting, yoga, meditation, prayers,
' storytelling, group activities, patriotic songs,
skits, games, collective lunches, quizzes,
handicrafts, festivals, field visits, bhajans, Sathakams, fine
arts, Vande Mataram, Jana Gana Mana, and special days.

Each aspect of the training was meticulously planned, enabling
participants to have a lasting experience akin to returning to
their motherland. Participants left with abundant knowledge
and materials such as umbrellas, mobile stands, summer camp
kits, ASK teachers' kits, wall posters, calendars, and cash prizes
for organizing camps and ASK initiatives in their locations.

Thanks to the generous support of the Regal Rexnord CSR Fund
amounting to Rs. 2,50,000/- for sponsoring abhaya Summer
camps for more than 1200 government school children across
25 villages in South Indian states, spanning 30 days. Identified
and supported by the abhaya team, unemployed yet educated
women also benefited alongside the children.

The camps were promoted through rallies organized in the
villages by the teachers. Over 30 teachers spearheaded the
camps, with attendance ranging from 30 to 40 children at each
location.

As we embark on our third year of
operation, we wanted to share some key
updates and plans for the year ahead.

1) We anticipate 15 admissions for the
academic year 2024, which will bring our
total student strength to around 35,
inclusive of staff.

2) We are in the process of obtaining
necessary statutory approvals from the
Government of Karnataka. Enquiries are
underway, and we will initiate the
application process based on the
information provided by the concerned
authorities.

3) With the expected increase in student

strength, there is a pressing need for a
transport vehicle for school pick-up and
drop-off. Additionally, we feel the need for
additional space in the backyard, top floor,
and front yard, possibly covered with GI
sheets for protection. abhaya will need to
modify their ambulance vehicle for school
transport purposes as part of the Karnataka
Project.

4) We recognize the need for a full-time
administrative personnel. An estimate of
around 15 to 20k pm has been made, and

we need to discuss and appoint based on

our requirements.

5) Equipment Procurement: Enquiries are
ongoing for the procurement of a washing
machine, including a washer and 100%
dryer machine, to meet our laundry needs
efficiently.

6) Entertainment Facilities: A request has
been made for a wall-mounted TV/screen
to showcase Nadaswaram programs and
provide entertainment. We will consult with
Matham and abhaya Yuva regarding this
matter.

We acknowledge Swamiji's desire to bless
the abhaya Campus located at
Rotarypuram and Srimatham Site located
at Kalyanadurgam area in Anantapuram
Dist of AP. We believe it is imperative to
