is home to around 255 students and most of them come from

underprivileged backgrounds, including children of migrant
labourers. The school functions from a basic community hall with metal
sheet roofing. Given the soaring temperatures in the region, this structure
turns into a furnace during the summer, causing immense discomfort to the
students, both during their lessons and mealtime in the dining area. Adding
to the challenge, the lack of proper lighting in classrooms, dormitories, and
outdoor areas was affecting their overall well-being and academic focus.

Recognizing the gravity of the situation, the school management reached
out to abhaya Foundation with a humble request for support in providing
fans and lighting facilities.

Y abhaya Board Update

abhaya Board meeting held on
Friday, May 16, 2025 at Hyderabad

The Chairman formally welcomed the members to the
meeting and chaired the session. The meeting
welcomed new member of the abhaya National Advisory
Council (NAC), Sri K Bikshapathy, Former Director
General, National Academy of Construction, Hyderabad.
The presence and participation of CS Rashida H
Adenwala, Member, NAC, was also noted. Following are
the highlights:

Status of Existing Projects

The Founder provided a brief overview of the existing
projects, thanking members of the National Advisory
Council. He discussed various service projects under
Education, Empowerment, and Enlightenment,
highlighting the recently concluded “Super 60” Program
in both Telugu states and “abhaya Hunt the Summer”,
the Annual Project with active participation by
volunteers across six states. He mentioned during the
last quarter the team provided livelihood skills to over
200 rural unemployed youth in South India through
empowerment initiatives during last quarter and
thanked corporates like Regal Rexnord and CCL for their
support and partnership.

Review of Annual Accounts for FY 2024-25

CA V Ramakrishna, Chairman of the Accounts & Audit
Sub-Committee, presented the draft financials for
2024-25 with the help of the Accounts team led by CA
Joga Rao. The members appreciated the team for
preparing the draft financials within 45 days of the
financial year's closure. The Board approved the draft
financials and advised the Accounts Team to forward
them to Statutory Auditors, Manohar Chowdhary &
Associates. |

Plan for FY 2025-26

The Board noted that approximately ¥1.5 crores in CSR funds would
be carried forward from the previous year. The team plans to
empower around 1000 rural unemployed youth in South India,
allocating %80 lakhs for this purpose, while school development
projects may require around %40 lakhs. Ongoing projects like "abhaya
Home of Happiness”, Nadaswara Pathashala, ASK Centers, Hunt-the-
Summer, and Hunt-the-Winter will utilize the remaining funds.
