Sri Sathya Sai - The Seed abhaya

Between 1990 and 2006, Balachandra
lived a life completely immersed in the
service activities inspired by Bhagawan Sri
Sathya Sai Baba. The urge to serve never
allowed him to rest—not even for a day.
While others treated weekends as
holidays, he treated them as opportunities
for purposeful work.

As a Company Secretary in reputed
organizations, he fulfilled his professional
duties diligently. Yet, after work and sleep,
nearly eight hours remained every
day—eight hours that constantly
questioned him,
awakened a deep restlessness. He often
reflected:

“Bhagawan Sri Sathya Sai Baba serves
tirelessly every moment. How can I waste
even a single hour?”

The Seed of abhaya

In the year 2000, during his Upanayanam
ceremony—performed by his parents to
settle his personal life—he shared with his
family and friends the thought of
establishing a service organization. The
monetary gifts received on that occasion,
amounting to ¥60,000, were placed in a
postal savings scheme. By 2006, this
amount grew to ¥1,00,000.

That one lakh rupees became a constant
reminder of his responsibility and purpose.
It kept him awake at night, pushing him to
reflect deeply on the direction his life
should take.

Bhagawan often said that youth is the
period between 18 and 35. As he stepped
into his 36th year, one question echoed
within him:

“What more can I do for society? And how
doIdoitinalignment with His teachings?”

Vinayaka Chavithi, 2006

On Vinayaka Chavithi in 2006, at
Hariprasad's residence in Bengaluru, he
gathered with his elder brother, younger
brother, and close family members. There,
he shared his heartfelt aspiration to
establish a voluntary organization named
“abhaya”

But Balachandra stood firm. He had no
family burdens, earned well, and knew
that the remaining hours of his day must
be dedicated to society. He believed that
when people come together on a common |
platform, meaningful change becomes
possible.

Moved by his sincerity, his elder brother
A.V. Satish Kumar, Narayana Rangayya,
Hariprasad, and his younger brother
Srinivas wholeheartedly extended their
support.

Defining the Purpose

Drawing from years of experience in
Bhagawan's service activities, he drafted a
simple yet profound mission statement:

ABHAYA - Mission is to Serve with the
H.E.A.R.T.

(Health Care, EduCare, Awareness, Rural
Development & Rural Leadership &
Transformation)

Transformation, he believed, must occurin
the one who serves, the one who receives,
the methods used, and the outcomes
achieved.

Thoughts of how to motivate others, how
to expand service activities, and how to
make every minute meaningful kept
recurring. His life began revolving around
one central desire: to dedicate ever

After completing the registration of the organization, Balachandra stepped out of the office holding the
documents and immediately thought of Sai brother Gollapudi Narasimha Murthy, a designer who had
recently returned from the United States. He contacted him and requested a logo for the newly
formed voluntary organization.

Within just ten minutes, Narasimha Murthy emailed a logo that left everyone astonished. The design
featured a perfect circle—symbolically echoing “Purnamadah Purnamidam”—and within that circle
appeared the divine hand of Bhagawan Sri Sathya Sai Baba, radiating the assurance of abhaya Hasta.

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That introduction changed the
entire course of my life.

Bala garu, an ardent devotee of Sri
Sathya Sai Baba, extended support
during one of the most crucial phases of
my journey. Over the years, my
association with him has been a
blessing. Observing his life of service,
dedication, and humility had a deep
impact on me. After settling into my
own career, I began to feel a strong
calling to follow the same path—the
path of serving others selflessly. I often
believe that GOD had already set this
direction for me long before I realized it.

Guided by Divine Grace: My Journey with abhaya

Life has not been easy since the passing of my father, but through every storm and
every silent tear, Bhagawan Sri Sathya Sai Baba has been my anchor of strength.
When everything around me felt unsteady, it was Swami who held me together. His
unseen hand has guided me, lifted me, and reminded me that I am never alone.
Swami has always kept my highest good in his heart, shaping my path with his
infinite compassion and blessing me far beyond what I deserve.

Watching my parents doing service at Sathya Sai Center, I grew up in life. My mother
used to teach stitching to poor people around home. Later, she started going to
villages and thereafter regularly going to the Sai Center. In spite of being a housewife
and taking care of the family, she still found time for seva. It was during this time that
Bala Mama got acquainted with our family. He encouraged them to do more good
work...that's how we got associated with abhaya. My father served the countrymen
as President of abhaya until he breathed his last. My mother had the chance of
empowering thousands of rural unemployed women in the last one decade. It's due
to the grace of Baba that we were all able to continue.

One memory stands like a divine stamp in my life- When I was a child, we traveled by
train to Puttaparthi. I was playing dangerously close to the open door of the moving
train. My father pulled me back with all his force, saving me, but in the process, my
arm was severely hurt. I couldn’t lift it or allow anyone to touch it. The doctors asked
my parents to take me to a big hospital in Hyderabad immediately. Fearful and
helpless, my parents booked the tickets, but before leaving, they longed for one
darshan of Swami. We stood far from the entrance of Sai Kulwant Hall. Swami walked
by, radiating his divine grace. At that moment, Amma whispered, “Prasanthi,
dannam pettuko.” And instantly, I lifted my arm and folded ____
my hands into a namaskaram. The pain disappeared. The B
