identify the right

If one wishes to identify the people who are in need, requires
their eyes and ears to be open to the society. Then the need
would be understood by the heart.

Few instances where you find the needy in and around
us are as follows: For example if we are in Bangalore and

drive in posh areas such as Jayanagar, Indiranagar, Koramangla etc., we will only find
goorkhas and Doberman dogs but not poor people sleeping on the roads! Hence we
need to go to outskirts during the nights where the need is imperative like
slums/temples/bus stands/railway stations/ orphanages etc.,

So let us go out during the night after 10.30PM in a 2/4 wheelers (let it be slow drive
with family/friends) let us observe around in all directions. Sure we notice many
people who do not have proper cover on them sleeping on road sides, slums, bus
shelters, bus stands, railway stations, market areas. Just identify the needy and
silently go and cover them with a blanket...not even disturbing them from their sleep.
This would be possible all across the city.

Only thing is that we need to be little patient as if we are going to see Lord
Venkateswara of Thirumala!

Where to look around..

B Identify the needyin and around our homes:

B Constructions sites: Tents of labour with small
kids working day and night. Most of them would
not have any warm clothing.

B Maid servants in our own home: May not have
proper blankets, enquire casually and understand
the need.

B Night watch men working at offices, schools, residences:

B Rickshaw pullers/coolies/ labour etc: Who cannot afford a blanket for every
member of their family!

B Identify orphanages/old age homes and after thorough enquiry and
observation we can give the blankets to all the inmates.

B If we wish to help those people in the villages: Then we can plan to go little
beyond city...then every villageris in need.

One day orientation for the youth who are attending classes at
Japal, Ibrahimpatnam and BN Reddy Nagar was hosted at
abhaya Home. About 60 Youth participated. Founder
personally spend time with the participants.

Every
second of our sleepless night is trying to infuse life in to the
hopeless patients. Ours being a territory care center, we
receive patients from 5 to 6 districts in a very bad and serious
situation where no private or district level hospital is dares to
touch and treat such patients . We don't know how we get
energy on our ED days...finally we keep our heart ,sweat &
blood to save life of such patients with constant monitoring and
treatment. Honestly speaking we could save nearly 95% of
such serious patients adding a miracle page to our dairies on
every ED . Some times I really feel like appreciating our system
maintaining Government hospitals with resident doctors,
Professors... making unaffordable things available to common
and BPL people with basic efficiency . Finally I understood that
the entire system, trainers and trainees in post graduation etc,
every thing is mainly created for the benefit of common people
but not for providing jobs to the doctors or making doctors.

Topics for the Aptitude: Lcm, Hcf, Percentages, Time
and distance, Problems on trains, Mixtures and allegations, etc
In the technical round the recruiters focuses on subject
knowledge that a student contain. So it's better to prepare from
the basics.

3. The monthly report should reach abhaya by 7th of every
month

4. Before approaching abhaya, student should speak to
college administration about his/her financial condition and
request them for possible discount

5. abhaya will conduct a review meeting in every quarter
and student should attend at least 3 meetings without fail
6. All the graduates or above should earmn something on
their own by doing a part time job of their choice and
capacity

7. The fee will be transferred to the college account directly
8. The student must practice savings and spent the amount
cautiously

9. Once an employable course is completed, student should
search for an opportunity and join a job

10. Once settled in life, the student should support abhaya
and participate in service activities of it.
